things which are written in it; for the time is near.”

Present Imperatives
(i.e. Things you should continually be doing.)

1:17 “Do not be afraid.”

2:5 Remember from where you have fallen (always remember God’s amazing grace).
2:10 Do not fear what you are about to suffer. Be faithful unto death.

3:2 Be constantly alert.

3:3 Remember what you received and heard, and keep it.

3:11  Hold firmly to what you have (in Christ).

3:19 Be zealous.

5:5 “Stop weeping.” (because Jesus fulfills God’s plan of salvation).

12:12 Rejoice...(because the dragon was defeated in heaven).

18:20 Rejoice...because God has pronounced judgment in your favor and against “Babylon.”
19:5 Give praise to our God.

19:10 Do not worship anyone or anything but God.

22:9 Do not worship anyone or anything but God.

22:17 Come. (continual invitation for the lost to come to the only source of salvation).

3:19 Repent.
